WHERE DOES THE CONSER-

VANCY GO FROM
HERE?

At this time, an “Emer-
gency Stabilization
Plan” awaits the green
light from City Hall. The
Conservancy is now
meeting with the “ap-
propriate authorities” to
begin agreeing on the
terms of the lease so that
work can commence
before further damage
to the structure occurs.
All efforts are being
made to overcome the -
existing hurdles, most
particularly insurance.

But despite the hurdles, the
Conservancy remains optimistic,
and most important, tenacious.
The groundwork to begin the
process of repairing and restoring
this landmark building in our
midst has been laid. It remains for
neighbors, “we, the people”, to
continue pressing on until Head
House becomes, once again, a dy-
namic asset for our city and the
nation as a whole—to be used,
enjoyed and appreciated for its
value by visitors and neighbors
alike.
